Report on Sessions on Health Care System, National Health Programmes, and Principles of Primary Care
A series of sessions on “Health Care System and Its Delivery,” “National Health Programmes and Policies,” and “Principles of Primary Care (General and Community-Based Care)” were conducted for the First MBBS 2025 batch on 31st October 2025. The sessions were attended by 180 students and coordinated by the Medical Education Unit (MEU) of the college.
The sessions were delivered by Dr. Yamini Pusdekar, Dr. Reema Wankar, and Dr. Sneha Parve from the Department of Community Medicine. The faculty provided a comprehensive overview of the structure of India’s healthcare system, including primary, secondary, and tertiary levels of care. They discussed major national health programmes and policies aimed at disease control, maternal and child health, and health promotion.
