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Report on Session on Universal Precautions and Vaccinations
A session on “Universal Precautions and Vaccinations” was conducted for the First MBBS 2025 batch on 30th October 2025, attended by 152 students. The program was coordinated by the Medical Education Unit (MEU) of the college.
